The Easter stories are full of people getting the wrong end of the stick. Mary thinks Jesus'body has been stolen.
Peter sees the linen wrappings and can't work out what it's all about. The disciples didn't understand the
scriptures. The angels question Mary and she still doesn't know what'’s going on. Then she thinks Jesus is the
gardener. Then, it seems, she reaches out to cling on to him and he tells her she mustn't. You could hardly get
more misunderstandings into a couple of paragraphs if you tried. And the point is, of course: Easter has burst into
our world, the world of space, time and matter, the world of real history and real people and real life, but our
minds and imaginations are too small to contain it, so we do our best to put the sea into a bottle and fit the
explosive fact of the resurrection into the possibilities we already know about.

At one level, of course, the continued puzzlement of the disciples is a mark of the story’s authenticity. If someone
had been making it all up a generation later, as many have suggested, they would hardly have had such a muddle
going on. More particularly, nobody would have made up the remarkable detail of the cloth around Jesus'head,
folded up in a place by itself, or the even more extraordinary fact that Jesus is not immediately recognised, either
here, or in the evening on the road to Emmaus, or the later time, cooking breakfast by the shore. The first
Christians weren't prepared for what actually happened. Nobody could have been.

Christian concern for the whole of humanity grows directly out of the central facts of our faith, because on Easter
day God reaffirmed the goodness and image-bearingness of the human race in the man Jesus Christ, giving the lie
simultaneously to the idea that utopia could be had by our own efforts and to the idea that humans are just

Fossils In Wonderland

BBC 4's new series called Fossil Wonderlands begins in the
Rockies with Richard Fortey exploring a former seabed
containing a fantastic number of fossilized life-forms.

We have bred hundreds of special
breeds of dogs, horses, cats, flowers, potatoes, all kinds
of food. Hundreds of things. This kind of changes is
everywhere but it never amounts to new species.

Modern Molecular Biology

Darwin could have discovered the answer to that
question literally right under his nose.

Discoveries of modern biology
have caused Darwin’s ‘Origin of Species’ to be quietly
dropped and substituted with a new theory.

The New Darwinism
The amazing discoveries of molecular

called the Neo Darwin Synthesis (New
Darwinism). They rely on various kinds
of damage to DNA and mistakes in
copying, including mutations, to make
inheritable improvements to an
organism. New Darwinism is
completely different to the old idea of
evolution. It does not obey any laws,
its powerhouse is random mutations
and its creator is unguided natural
selection. It gave a tiny ray of hope to
Evolutionists. But damage to genes
takes a terrible toll on nature causing
death, deformation, cancer and
hundreds of heritable diseases.
Research on artificial mutations has
been going on for sixty years but
despite encouraging work on
antibiotics, demonstration of New Darwinian evolution is
as far away as ever.
